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OTHER CRITERIA FOR SELECTION

A school principal and a second independent referee will
need to validate the fact that the students tertiary studies
would be unlikely to proceed without financial support of
the Foundation.

The student will have a record of achievement both at school
and in their community through service, sport or cultural
pursuits. They will have well developed personal goals and
career expectations. Above all, they will have a genuine
commitment to rural Victoria, especially dairy farming
regions.

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WHAT IS THE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM?

The Gardiner Dairy Scholarship Program was first
mtroduced for students entering tertiary studies in 2008,
The initiative was extremely well received by the Victorian
dairying community and as a result it is again offered for
2009,

Under the program, students from dairy farming families
will be eligible for a scholarship of $10,000 to offset the
costs of undertaking the first vear of tertiary studies. These
costs may include living and transport costs, tuition fees,
books, ete. Five scholarships will be made available through

“a competitive selection process.

WHY ARE THEY BEING OFFERED?

Some parts of the Victorian dairy indusiry have been
severely impacted by drought in recent years, and the
outlook for 2008/09 appears to indicate another difficult
season. The financial burden fnvolved in providing a
tertiary education for the children of Victorian dairying
families may result in decisions to defer or cancel those
studies. In particular, the costs involved in establishing a
student in the metropolitan or a major urban centre to
undertake tertiary education can be prohibitive,

The scholarships are designed to help deserving students to
overcome these financial hurdles and aliow them to pursue
their choice of higher education and the long term career
opportunities that flow from that education.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE?
