WHY STUDY VETERINARY
SCIENCE AT MELBOURNE?

—> The Faculty of Veterinary
Science has a long history
of excellence in veterinary
education and research. The
Melbourne Veterinary College,
the first veterinary school in
Australia, was established in

1888, and teaching transferred

to the University in 1908.

— For students who wish to
pursue a career in the USA
or Canada, we offer a major
advantage as we are one of

only three veterinary schools in

Australia currently accredited
by the American Veterinary

Medical Association (AVMA).

This means that our graduates
are eligible to sit the North
American Veterinary Licensing
Examination along with
graduates from accredited
veterinary colleges in the
United States and Canada.

—> The course is also accredited
by the Royal College of
Veterinary Surgeons (UK),
and by the Australasian
Veterinary Boards Council
Inc. These accreditations
reflect the high quality and
international standing of the
course and permits graduates
of the course to work as
veterinarians in a wide range
of countries including Australia,
New Zealand and the United
Kingdom.

—> The course consistently

achieves high ratings in

the University's Quality of
Teaching and Course Evaluation
Questionnaires, which survey
the quality of teaching and the
‘whole course’ experience.

Industry linked learning,
practical components and
internship opportunities —
you will gain experience in
animal handling, care and
management and professional
work experience between
semesters and academic year,
as well as having hands-on
experience throughout the
course. The school also has
strong programs in dairy cattle
medicine (including a teaching
facility at the Maffra dairy cattle
practice), and in sheep and beef
cattle medicine.

— Our recently renovated,

state-of-the-art teaching
hospital has been designed

to support top-class veterinary
education in the 21st century.
The hospital has a large
caseload, with small animal
referral and community practice
services and a busy equine
centre. Facilities at the teaching
hospital located at the Werribee
campus include ten consulting
rooms, modern diagnostic
capabilities including endoscopy,
CT, image intensification,
scintigraphy, on-site diagnostic
pathology laboratories and a 24
hour small animal emergency
and critical care unit.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

There are two routes of entry into the Bachelor
of Veterinary Science course

Applying for the Pre-Veterinary Science Stream
Canadian students:

In the Canadian Year School Certificate/ Canadian Pre-University
Program, a score of around 90% in each of English (ENG 4U or 3U or 3C),
and Chemistry and in either: Physics; or Advanced Functions & Calculus
(MCB4U)-and Mathematics of Data Management (MDM4U).

International Baccalaureate — North America:

English, Chemistry and one of Physics, Mathematical Methods (standard level)
or Mathematics (higher level). Except where specified all prerequisite
subjects can be undertaken at either Standard or Higher level. Standard
Level prerequisites must be passed to at least a Grade 6 and Higher Level
passed to a Grade 5.

Applying for advanced entry into the BVSc year 1:

Students from North America generally apply for advanced entry into the
BVSc year 1 having studied for two years at a North American university.

Students who have partially or fully completed university studies must
have successfully completed the prerequisite subjects of Biology,
Chemistry and Physics at first-year level equivalent to the Pre-Veterinary
Year studies (refer to "What will | study?’).

Alternatively, with appropriate school level subjects, Pre-Veterinary entry
may be available to students with university studies but without the prerequisites.
Selection then will be based on end of school and University results.

WHAT ARE MY CAREER PROSPECTS?

The course will provide you with the core competencies to be a skilled
and talented veterinarian and opens up a plethora of career options
including agricultural, companion animal and equine practice, wildlife
work, specialty training, research and government work. Our success is
demonstrated by the very high employment rates for our graduates.
