
 

 

Sayner Travel Bursary for students in 4th year 
Veterinary Science 
 

 

The generous support of Mr. Dale and Mrs. Lynda Sayner allows the 

Faculty to provide 10 travel bursaries of $1000 each to enable students in 

the fourth year of the Veterinary Science course to enhance their 

extramural educational experiences. The bursaries are to support 

student’s travel, accommodation, and living expenses while they 

undertake external elective rotations* during semester 8 of the BVSc 

course. 

 

The bursaries will be awarded based on recommendations of a Faculty 

Scholarship committee. Bursaries will be awarded based on: 

• Demonstration of the potential value to the student of the learning 

experience. 

• The relevance of the experience to the student’s career 

aspirations. 

• Practicality of undertaking the work experience. The student must 

be able to demonstrate that the proposed experience is available 

to then and that they will be able to undertake it if funds are 

provided. 

• The quality of the application. 

 

Students must be in good academic standing (no pending 

supplementary or special examinations). Academic record will not 

otherwise be considered in the selection process. 

 

Applications should consist of a letter addressing the first three points 

above. The letter must be no more than 500 words in length and must 

not be handwritten. Supporting information should be limited to 

material that demonstrates the student’s ability to undertake the rotation 

(for instance, letters of support).
